Key Verse: “8 By faith Abraham, when called to go to a place he would later receive as his inheritance, obeyed and went, even though he did not know where he was going.” �                                                                                                                        –Hebrews 1:8 (NIV)   


Summary:  When God is doing a new thing, he often leads us to new places.  The Hebrew people’s name mean “to traverse or pass over.”  Throughout their history they moved from place to place, yet God was always with them, leading them.  There are many paradoxes to be found when God has us on the move.  We may not know where we are going, but we know where we are going!  We may not be able to see it, but we can be certain of it.  And we don’t know who we are until we know who Jesus is.  As you follow Jesus wherever he leads, you will begin to experience the deeper truth of these paradoxes.





Discussion Starter: Have you moved a lot in your life?  What are some of the emotions a person experiences when they move?  What is frightening about it?  Exciting? Difficult?  Hopeful?  


Read & Discuss:  Acts 17:24-28- Have you ever felt God had you in a certain place for a certain reason?  What was it?  Could you see it at the time or not until later?


What do you think it means to “live, and move, and have our being” in God?


Genesis 12:1-4- Where did God tell Abram (later to become Abraham) to go?  What was Abraham’s response?  What different factors in this first account of Abraham let us know that he has great faith?  Have you ever left to go somewhere, not knowing your destination?  (physically or metaphorically?)


Matthew 8:18-22-  There are some risks and costs associated with following Jesus wherever he may lead?  What are some of the potential risks/costs we may encounter on this journey?��Closing Prayer: Dear Jesus, in you we live, and move and have our being.  Give us the courage to follow you wherever you would lead.  Amen
