“Conversations about Truth”�

Scripture:�
1 Corinthians 13:1-8a�

Key Verse:  “Love does not delight in evil, but rejoices with the truth.”  -1Corinthians 13:6


Summary:   Truth can seem like an abstract concept, yet the power of the truth can greatly impact a person's life.  Not being truthful could cost a person not only a job or a relationship but even a person's freedom.  True love, God's love desires the truth; but it goes deeper than that.  Love requires the truth, can handle the truth, and can only move forward with the truth.  How can we have this kind of truth living in us?  The truth is a person—who's name is Jesus.  Jesus even said, “I am the way, the truth and the life” (John 14:6).  The truth, as found in Jesus Christ, is the solution for our lives.  He will bring love and truth to all of our relationships.


Read:  Psalm 40:11, Psalm 119:30, 1 Peter 1:22, John 8:32, 1 John 3:18-22


Since Jesus said, “I am the truth...” try reading these scriptures again and this time, substitute the words “the truth” or “your truth” with “Jesus.”  How does this make truth seem more real and less abstract?  How does it change the way you look at these verses?


How can the truth protect?  How can the truth bring freedom?  


In a world where there seem to be so many “truths” how can looking at Jesus' life help us know how to live and how to love?


Since Jesus is in fact, “truth” from God, how would you sum up what God wanted us to know by sending Jesus?  How would you explain this to a friend who did not know?


Read:  2 Corinthians 4:2


We learned this week that distortion of the truth or corruption of the truth can be a very dangerous thing.  Think about your answers to the last question.  How has this message of truth from God been distorted over time?  How has that been hurtful to people?  What can we do to show others the real truth of Jesus versus the distorted version of truth which they may have heard before?


Prayer:  Lord Jesus, you are the way, the truth, and the life.  Because of this, you rejoice in truth and  do not delight in evil.  We want to invite your truth to fill our lives so deeply that it will overflow to others.  Let your truth and presence in us bring freedom to everyone we encounter.  Amen.
