-Galatians 6:2


�Summary:  As part of the Body of Christ should not only be concerned with our own lives, worries, and struggles but we also need to be ever mindful of what those around us may be experiencing.  Many of us know that even though we may be following God, life doesn’t always go as planned.  Sometimes we are faced with situations or experiences that really seem to be more than we can bare. Discussion Starter: How does the busyness of your own life keep you from recognizing the needs of other people?  Do we take time to stop and ask the question, “is anyone around me in need?”


Read & Discuss: Acts 4:32-35 The early church began a community lifestyle.  They shared everything from possessions to living space, income etc.  If a person was lacking in anything, the resources were made available to care for one another during difficult times.  


When we find ourselves in a difficult time are we quick to share that difficulty with someone else?  Or are we more likely to keep it to ourselves?  


What about when we see someone with a difficulty or need?  Do we feel that we need to mind our own business? Or do we jump in and help?


What is your definition of carrying each others burdens?  How do you see that playing out in the 21st century church? 


Can you think of someone right now who needs you to help them carry their burden? Who is it and what can you do?


Share if you’re willing a burden you need other people to help you carry and spend time in prayer for one another.  


Prayer:   Jesus, we know that there is immense power in being unified as your body.  We know that you desire for us to walk through this life together.  God help us to be transparent when a burden is too heavy to carry alone; and help us to step away from our own circumstances long enough to recognize when someone else is carrying a burden to heavy to bare alone.
