Summary:  Throughout time, people of all cultures have asked the question, “What happens after we die?”  Maybe this is why we ultimately ask, “Is there a God?”  We want to know that there is something more after our life on this earth is over. �Discussion:  Why do you think we fear death?  What does the Hebrews passage say about this?





What are some of the characteristics of the resurrection body that Christians will receive?  How does the analogy of the seed deal with doubts about the resurrection of the dead?  What else do we see in nature that points us to resurrection and eternal life?   





What do you find most comforting when you consider the reality of your own death or the death of your loved ones?





How does 1 Corinthians 15:58 motivate and encourage you?
